MUNICIPAL ORDINANCE

FEDERAL CAPITAL AcT, 1960 _
IN exercise of the powers conferred by sections 58 (1) (s) and () of the
Mumicipal Ordinance and section 11 of the Federal Cupital Act, 1960,

the Commisgioner of the Federal Capital of Ixuil]a Lumpur, has made
the following By-laws:

1. These By-laws.may be. cited as the Kimla Lumpur Mumcxpa]

{Cattle) By-laws, 1968.

2. In these By-laws, unless the context otherwise requires—
“cattle” includes horses, cows, oxen, buffaloes, sheep, goats and pigs;

“cattle-shed” means any bu11d1ng used or intended to be used for the
keeping of cattle; :

“health authority” means the Hcallh Officer of the Federal Capital
and his deputy and includes any employee appointéd ‘in writing by the

Commissioner to be a health authority for the purpose of these By- -laws;

“licensee” means any person to whom a hcence has been granted
under these By-laws; . . i

“licensed premises” means any premises Izccnsed under these By-laws
and =.ha]l include the land appurtenant thereto. - T A

3. (1) No place within the Federal Capital shall be used by any persdn

for the purpose of keeping cattle without a licence 1ssued by the
Commlssmner unless exempted’ by the Commlsswner ' s

(7) The Commissioner may hcense any place within the Federal-

Capital for the purpose of keeping cattle. Such licence shall be subject
to such conditions as may be prescribed and such other ccyndltlons that
the Commissioner may in his discretion impose.

(3) Every licensee shall keep his licence exhibited at all imes in some
prominent and accessible place on the Jicensed premises ‘and shall
produce or cause to be produced when demanded by a health authonty
for inspection.

(4) Any person . failing without reasonab]e excuse to comply w1th
paragraph (3) shall be liable to a fine of two hundred and fifty dollars.

(5) Every application for a licence to use any place as a cattle-shed
shall state the number of cattle to be kept therein and shall be
accompanied by a plan showing the sife and extent of the land
appurtenant to such cattle-shed

(6) Every licence issued under these By-laws shall state the name of

the licensee, the situation of the premises, the postal address ;}ud the’

number of cattle authorised to be kept in'such cattle-shed.

(7) The Commissioner may, in any case where there is a breach of*

these By-laws or the conditions;of a licence by the licensee; revoke or
suspend the licence for such period as he may in his: absolute discretion
determipe.

(8) Every licence shall explre on the 3lst day of Decembm next
following the dale of issue. .

(9) The Commissioner may refuse to renew a licence without
assigning any reason therefor. .

(10) Any person who without a licence uses any place within the
Federal Capital or permits the same to be.used for the purpose of
keeping cattle shall be guilty of an offence under. these. By-laws.

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(11) Any cattle found outside such place as may be specified in such
licence may be seized by the health authority and taken forthwith to
a Municipal slaughter-house to be slaughtered therein or disposed of
in such manner as the Commissioner may determine.

(12) No compensation shall be payable for any caltle slaughtered or
disposed of under the provisions of paragraph (11) of this By-law.

Fees. 4. The fee for a licencé granted under the provisions of By-law 3 of
these By-laws shall be in accordance with the rates set out in the
Schedule herelo provided that:

(1) fees payable for a licence issued after the 30th day of June in
any year shall be half the rate set out in the said Schedule;

(2) the fee paid for a licence shall not be refunded upon the
revocation or suspension of a licence.

Permit to 5. (1) No cattle shall be moved or transported from, into or within the
(Faasot Federal Capital without a permit issued in that behalf by the health
s authority.

Provided that this by-law shall mot apply to cattle in transit.

(2) Any owner or person in charge of any cattle which is moved or
transported in contravention of the provisions of paragraph (1) of this
By-law shall be guilty of an offence under these By-laws.

(3) Any cattle which is moved from one place to another without
such a permit may be seized by the health authority and taken forthwith
to a Municipal slaughter-house to be slaughtered therein or disposed of
ih such manner as the Commissioner may delermine.

(4) The carcass of any cattle slaughtered under the provisions of
paragraph (3) of this By-law shall be disposed of in such manner as
the Commissioner may determine and the proceeds therefrom shall be
held by the Commissioner pending a decision as to their disposal under
paragraph (5).

(5) In the event of a conviction being recorded under parapgraph (4),
any proceeds from the carcass of any animal slaughtered under the provi-
sions of this By-law which are held by the Commissioner shall be
forfeited to the Commissioner otherwise they shall be refunded to the
owner or to such other person as the Court may order.

Health 6. (1) The health authority shall at all reasonable times have free access
requirements. ¢, every part of the licensed premises. .

(2) The floors of all licensed premises shall be laid with concrete
or other impervious material approved by the health authority and shall
be properly graded to the drains. The drains shall be constructed in
accordance with the requirements of the Kuala Lumpur Municipal
(Building) By-laws, 1958.

(3) The height of a cattle-shed shall not be less than eight feet
measured from the floor to the eaves.

(4) There shall be an open space ‘of not less than fifteen feet in
width all round the cattle-shed which- shall be mecasured from ‘the
external posts of the boundary of the licensed premises.

(5) A cattle-shed shall be so constructed as to afford floor space for—

(@) each horse or buffalo kept therein of not less than ten feet in
length and six feet in breadth;

(b) each cow or bullock kept therein of not less than ten feet in
length and four feet in breadth; and
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(c)-every ten sheep, goats or pigs.kept therein of not less than one
hundred and fifty square feet,

and such space shall in each case not include the space &écupied by
any food store, manger or central or side drain of the premises.

(6) The floor surface of a catlle-shed shdll be at least one foot
higher than the mean level of the 'open space. ) :

(7) The walls of & caltlc,;shcc.i shall have a smooth surfﬁncé: and the
_c_urn‘ers shall be rounded off. '

(8) All liquid wastes from the caftle-shed shall be settled in a
propetly designed sedimentation tank before being discharged into an
approved water course.

(9) The ventilation of, the premises, which shall be provided to the
satisfaction of the healtli authority, shall be by direct communication

with the external air.

. (10). The: land appurtenant to a cattle-shed shall be fenced invto' the
satisfaction of the health authority. g =

(11) The -open space .around- the cattle-shed and anywhere- else on
such premises.shall be paved, metalled or tarmacadamised, and drained
to the satisfaction of the health authority. A paved area of not less than
one-twelfth of the floor area of the :cattle-shed shall be provided for
the washing of the animals kept; therein:: ;

(12) A separate shed shall be provided, to the satisfaction of the
health authority, for the milking of cattle. P T

(13) There shall be provided adequate water suijply, to thé satisfac-
tion of ‘the health authority, on the licensed premises. ‘

(14) Al trade refuse, dust sweeping and other noxious or offensive
matter shall be removed from the premises to keep the premises at all
times clean and wholesome. : ;

(15) There:shall be provided on the premises a suitable receptacle
or receptacles for the cattle-shed refuse. Such receptacle or receptacles
shall be constructed in such a manner and of such materials and
maintained at all times in such a condition as to prevent any escape
of the contents therefrom into the ground or into the wall of any
building. The bottom or ‘floor of such receptacle or receptacles shall
be at least oné and a half feet higher than the surface of the adjoining
ground. . o, w - '

(16) Such receptacle ot receptacles shall be covered by a roof.

(17) The receptacle or receptacles shall have such space which shall
not be less than one: and a half cubic feet-for each animal kept:in the
cattle-shed. e

(18) The receptacle or teceptacles' which ‘shall be mobile’ shall be
lined, to the satisfaction' -of the health 'authority, with metal plates or
other impervious material.

(19) No person, who s suffering from' cutaneous disease or any other
disease from ‘which in the opinion of ‘the health authority there is likely
to be risk of infection or contagion, shall reside, be employed or be in
or upon any licensed premises. - ” : C

(20) The licensee shall immediately inform the health authority in
the event of any abnormal outbreak of disease of animals.

(21) No licensed premises shall have a living room or sleeping place
for human beings. LeEo w6 ‘

(22) No trade, other than that of keeping cattle and trade connected,

related to or connected with cattle, shall be carried on in the licensed
premises without the written permission of the health authority.

(KX
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(23) The health authority may at any time direct that—
(a) all aytic]es in the licensed premises be removed from such
prernises;
(b) the walls, floors and ceilings of the licensed premises be cleaned
and washed as may be directed;
(c) all the rubbish in the licensed premises be collected and disposed
of in such manner as may be directed.

(24) The Commissioner may in his absolute discretion waive any of
the requirements of these By-laws or may imposc such additional
conditions as he may consider fit.

* (25) A licensee shall be bound by these By-laws and such other
conditions as may be imposed by the Commisioner.

7. Any person guilty of an offence against these By-laws shall where
no other penalty is specified be liable to a fine not exceeding two
hundred and fifty dollars or in the case of a continuing offence, the
sum of twenty-five dollars for every day during which such offence is
continued.
